This flower show is a Small Standard Flower Show featuring horticulture that is 
well suited to this bioregion not needing chemicals fertilizers or pesticides other 
than organic, or needing more water than naturally falls. 
Entry Time:  Thursday, March 24, 2011, 2 pm- 7 pm.  Late entries will not be accepted, 
but will be marked for exhibit only. 
Rules: This is a Small Standard Flower Show according to the requirements of National 
Garden Clubs, Inc.  The Standard System of Awards will be used.   
Judging: Judging will begin at 9:30 am, Friday, March 25, 2011.  Decisions of the judges 

are final.

HORTICULTURE 

1. Horticulture classes open to all amateur gardeners. All worthy horticulture entries 

that are well suited to this bioregion without chemical fertilizers or pesticides accepted. 

2. All specimens must be properly named, including genus, species, and cultivar when 

possible.  Common names may also be used.  

3. More than one entry per class may be made by exhibitors provided each is of a 

different cultivar, color, or type.  Classes will be subdivided by cultivar, color and type if 

it aids in judging. 

4. Refer to 2007 edition of the Handbook for Flower Shows pp. 298-301 for appropriate 

scale of points when selecting your entries. 

* The Award of Merit may be given to any Named blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or 

above in Sections B, D F and G.  A total of 4 may be given, only one given per section. 

* The Arboreal Award may be given in to the Named blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or 

above in Section A.  Only one may be awarded. 

 

DESIGN 

1. No artificial flowers, foliage, fruits, or vegetables are permitted. 

2. Fresh plant material must never be treated 

3. Some plant material must be used in every exhibit. 

4. An exhibitor may enter as many classes as desired, but only one per class 

5. At entry time an exhibitor shall list the materials used to meet the class requirements 

on a 3’ x 5’ card. 

6. Design exhibitors must have entry card signed by Design Classification Chairman after 

being placed. 

7. Exhibitors unable to fulfill design reservations will need to find a replacement/s. 

*Club Competition Award may be given to the best single exhibit in Section B class 22. 

*Meeting The Challenge Award may be given to the best exhibit in Section A classes 19, 

20, 21 that meets the challenge stated in the design division of this show.
